What could the old landfill site be?

This graphic rendering of the old landfill site shows how
the stabilization of the creek bank along Chinik Creek
could also provide an area for launching small boats and
kayaks. As with any project, it is important to consider
how even simple infrastructure like a reinforced creek
bank can be multi-functional. Upland areas could be
utilized for recreational use, with restored vegetation to
stabilize the site, and shipping crates could be reused as
shelters and storage. Areas in between these amenities
could be open for a wide variety of uses.

provide salid ground to launch
